Find Its Origin (Test the Spirit - 1 John 4:1

Picture = A flashing image.
Thought = A flashing
mental thought.
 Was mind empty, idle? 
Does image/thought  seem
obstructive?

Picture = Born in mind. A
painting of a picture.
Thought = Born in
meditation. A progressive
building of ideas

Picture = A living flow of
pictures coming from the
innermost being.
Thought = sensed in innermost
being. Then formed in thoughts.

Was your inner being/mind
quietly focused on Jesus?

Examine Its Content (Test the Ideas - 1 John 4:5)

Negative, destructive,
pushy, fearful, accusative.
Violates nature of God.
Violates Word of God. 
Image/thought  is afraid to
be tested.
 Ego appeal.

Picture = A painting of things
I have learned.

Thought = a consideration of
things I have learned.

Instructive, 
upbuilding, 
comforting. 
Vision/thought  accepts testing.
